APRIL 20TH DRAWING the FIGURE MATERIALS

Bring a selection of the following depending on your preferences, both for quick sketches and more finished work…..

Soft pencils[b no.s]

Graphite sticks [watersoluble can be good]

Willow charcoal and ordinary white chalk

Putty rubber

A few oil or soft pastels if you have [to sketch ,not finished pic]

Ink and stick/pen/brush

If you have…..a water colour pan set that’s quick to work from, water pot, size 12 or similar soft brush.
Asstd Felt pens.

Etc
Paper –have a variety depending on your media preference
Inexpensive drawing pads of white paper a3 will be great for most exercises[even childrens ones, see the Works]
ADDITIONALLY

Rougher Scrap bk paper, sugar paper, sheets of coloured paper in at least a3, [can be cut up] if you want to work in charcoal/pastels
W/col paper of 140lb/300grm if you bring w/cols for a longer pose. At least a4, ideally a3

Board
You will need a lightweight board bigger than your paper sheets with bull dog clips or two rings of elastic to hold your paper on. We wont necessarily be at tables and often will work at an angle. Feel free to bring an easel.

Sundries
Table cover, mask, kitchen roll, baby wipes. If wet, black bin liner to carry work on board home.

Possibly fixative/hairspray for charcoal/ pastel
