MARCH 2022 EVERYDAY TOOLS MATERIALS

To paint on

· Watercolour paper at least 140lb/300grm thick. a3 size most flexible for pads

          Or Canvas paper or Mixed media paper

· The above needed for exercises. You will need a board bigger than your paper to fix sheets to.

· Or cardboard/mdf painted with white gesso or emulsion in a4 to a3 sizes

· You may like to bring a stretched canvas for the final painting in a long narrow rectangle eg 50 x20cm[20 x 8] at The Works, £3

Paint

· Reasonable sized tubes of acrylic as we will be working with thick paint. Minimum needed for today- a white, Prussian blue and burnt umber. 
· Add…… ultramarine, raw sienna, burnt sienna, alizarin crimson, cadmium red, cadmium yellow, lemon yellow, paynes grey to allow you to paint anything.

 Tools from the house
· Masking tape,scissors

· Tablecover/news paper ,mask

· 2 big yogurt pots/similar for water

· Kitchen roll

· White palette with large flat area eg plate,tupperwear lid or buy a tear off one

    As many as you can collect of the following

· Cling film,silver foil

· Small Kitchen sponge [one side with scourer]

· Esp Cake slice with triangular blade[try charity and bargain shops]

· Esp flexible Silicon spatula [approx £2 from bargain shops]

· A ruler

· Pastry brush

· Fork

· Anything else you think will spread paint/make interesting marks!

If you have bristle brushes, bring them. [often a pack is £1.50 or so at bargain shops]
