 Nov 2 MATERIALS 4 WEDGE/SPATULA PAINTING 
For this course  the paints that work best are acrylics,  acrylic inks, watercolour inks, oils in that order. Watercolour is also possible but tubes for big bold puddles of colour are needed. Bring what you have or if buying Start with acrylics and a couple of bright inks.  
FROM HOME
· Two big water pots [big yogurt pots are ideal]

· Newspaper/plastic sheet to cover tables [diy or shower curtain?}
·  washing up sponge [the ones with a scourer on one side]

· Kitchen paper towel. 
· A hb-2b  soft pencil,rubber,scrap paper
· A big white tray/plate or  several white paper plates as a palette. We will need to create big puddles.  

· A board [bit bigger than paper]  and masking tape
· Mask & overall

TO PURCHASE

· Specifically, A CATALYST WEDGE in a NO. 6 [Straight edge] This is a well balanced and shaped professional tool.[ approx £10 ,only in good art shops or on line].    Alternatively to try this technique, you can use a silicon kitchen spatula and remove the long handle. You are looking for something with a flexible edge,that sits well in the palm.
· The ground. 300grm water colour paper or canvas paper is fine.  All of at least  A3 size in that sort of landscape proportions [A3 is like 2 photocopies side by side], You then need a bigger backing board and masking tape

    We will be experimenting and will  produce a quantity of work so I recommend several sheets of  the above [and perhaps 1 x A3 stretched canvas for a final work . The ones sold at bargain shops for are ideal. Try Home Direct in Teignmouth/Home bargains Kingsteignton.  
· Paints- Student quality will be fine   eg in acrylics the cryla and system3 range are good [ some cheaper ones are fine to start out, but some just don’t cover or have correct shades ]  Start modestly then you can add.

At least Medium size tubes, in these colours.[ You will use white the most]

 Ultramarine and Prussian blue. White. Burnt umber. Cadmium red. Alizirin   crimson. Lemon yellow, cadmium yellow, Raw sienna.  

[green can be mixed]

The same colours apply to other mediums, but pls note esp in inks they have different names. Use a good make of acrylic or w/col tubes as a reference point for the colours. Bring linseed,rag and turps if using oil
Hobby craft [ Kingsteignton] and The Range has a good range. Trago is cheaper but sometimes patchy [!].  Picture This  and Home Direct inTeignmouth have a small range. The latter[next to Peacocks] has canvases, boards and paint sets. The Works in Newton Abbot/ Exeter is very good for bargain supplies. Or on line.
